Elementary Writing Program Standards

Kindergarten
· The student will be able to write a complete sentence using capitalization and ending punctuation.
· The student will write at least one sentence to describe events, persons, places, objects or experiences to create meaning.
· The student will use drawings, words, oral discussions, and graphic organizers to pre-write.
First Grade
· The student will be able to write a complete sentence using capitalization and ending punctuation.  The student will begin to identify and write different types of sentences (declarative, interrogative and exclamatory).

· The student will be able to write at least four sentences about a topic in a variety of genres including informational, narrative and response to literature.

· The student will be able to use a variety of resources (magazines, internet, picture dictionary, reference books, graphic organizers, oral discussion and others) to generate ideas for prewriting.  The student will begin to revise original drafts to produce a final draft of their writing.
Second Grade
· The student will be able to write a complete sentence using correct capitalization, commas, periods after abbreviations and ending punctuation.

· The student will be able to write a paragraph at least five sentences long about a topic in a variety of genres including informational, narrative and response to literature.  The paragraph will include a topic sentence, three supporting sentences and a concluding sentence.  The sentences should include transition words and phrases, chronological order and show a developing sense of closure.

· The student will be able to use a variety of resources to generate ideas for prewriting.  The steps in the writing process will be introduced and the student will begin to use the process in their writing.
Third Grade
· The student will be able to write a complete sentence using the correct capitalization, commas, periods after abbreviations, apostrophes, question marks, exclamation points, and quotation marks.

· The student will be able to write at least two paragraphs about at topic in a variety of genres including informational, narrative, persuasive, and response to literature.  The sentences should include transition words and phrases, chronological order, and strong verbs and adjectives to enhance descriptive effect.

· The student will be able to use a variety of resources.  The student will progress through the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revising, and editing successive versions, and final draft).

Fourth Grade
· The student will be able to write sentences using the appropriate application of conventions and grammar.

· The student will be able to write at least three paragraphs about a topic in a variety of genres including narrative, informational, persuasive, and response to literature.

· The student will be able to produce writing that establishes an appropriate organizational structure, sets a context and engages the reader, maintains a coherent focus throughout, and signals satisfying closure.

· The student will be able to use a variety of resources.  The student will progress through the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revising, and editing successive versions, and final draft).
Fifth Grade
· The student will be able to write sentences with clear understandable content.

· The student will be able to write five paragraphs exhibiting the four stages of the writing process.

· The student will be able to produce writing that selects a focus, contains organizational structure and a point of view based on a purpose, knowledge of genre, is of appropriate length, and meets format requirements.

· The student will be able to produce writing that demonstrates knowledge of the narrative, informational, persuasive, and response to literature genres.

· The student demonstrates the ability to use technology and research skills to support writing.
